posted  at  other  establishments  under  the  direct  control  and  supervision  of  the

High   Court,   in   case   of  Special  Judge   Sc/Sl   (P.A  ),   CjM,   under   lntlmation   to  the

District   &   Sessions  Judge   and   other  than   those   under   lntlmatlon   to   the   HIgh

C o u rt .

It  is  further  informed  that  the  entitlement  of fuel  will  be  the  same,  as  per

prevaHing  rules.   If  the  journey  ls  offlcial,  he/she  shall   be  entlt:led  for  fuel,  as  per

rules  and  if the journey  is  prlvale,  he/she  shall  pay  for the  fuel.

You    are    further    apprlsed    that    lf    any   Judlcial    Offlcer    wants    to    use

Government  vehicle   allotted   to   hlm/her  for   his   private/offlcial  Journey  outside

the   Stat.e   of   M.P„    he/she   shall   seek   prior   permission   from   the   High   Court.

Vlolatlon  of aforesald  directlons  shall  be  seriously  dealt  with.
