With     reference     to     aforementloned     subject,     as     directed,     in

compllance  of aforesaid  resolution,  you  are  requested  to  instruct  aH  the

subordinate  Judicial  Officers  under  you,  not  to  mechanically  reproduce

the  head  note  of a  judgment  from  a  law journal,  because  head  note  ls

the   brain   child/creation   of  the  editor/reporter,   it  I.s   not  proper  to   place

reliance  on   head   notes,   the  relevant  porti.on   of  the  Judgment  may  be

reproduced  if it is relevant in  the factual  matrix of a  case.

It  has  been  further  di`rected  not  to  place  reliance  on  short  notes

reported   ln  weekly  notes  etc.   because  entire  factual  foundatlon  ls  not

reproduced  in the short notes.

In   view  of  above  dtrections,  you  are   requested  to  keep  ln   mind

these above facts,  while  reproducing the  head  note of a Judgment from a

law journal  and  placing  reliance on short notes  reported  in weekly  notes.
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
